Converted to electro-pneumatic by Lewis & Hitchcock, Inc., Opus 116, 1924

The 1924 work was to convert the console from tubular-tracker to electro-pneumatic, and to add
electro-pneumatic primary actions in place of the tubular primaries. The console already had a
combination action, so primaries were added to fire that, and contacts on the pistons and toe
studs. Then a set of EP switches was added in the base, for all the couplers and unit pedal stops.
The console was also moved to the far end of the room, under the musicians gallery, and the
base of the case was converted into bookshelves with doors, storage cabinets.

The manual and straight pedal windchests are all slider, with original pneumatics to move the
sliders, and original pneumatics to pull the pallets; the only addition is an electro-magnet rail
firing an electro-pneumatic primary action to dump the original pneumatics. The unit pedal
chests are original, with magnet rails added.
